DR. MATTHEW DIORON - WIND ENSEMBLE

Matthew Doiron is Assistant Professor of music at Western Connecticut State University where he coordinates
the music education program and conducts the Symphonic Band. Prior to his work at WCSU, Dr. Doiron was
director of bands at Sanford High School in Sanford, ME for 21 years. The SHS bands earned numerous
distinctions including a USSBA New England regional marching championship and selection to the 2009
Presidential Inaugural Parade. In addition to his duties at SHS, Dr. Doiron was the music director of the
Strafford Wind Symphony and the conductor of the baskethall band at the University of New Hampshire. He has
conducted bands, choruses, and orchestras throughout New England and New York including two
performances with the Air Force Band of Liberty.

Dr. Doiron’s research and teaching interests include composition, improvisation, and motivation. He has
presented research and best-practice sessions at regional, national, and international conferences. He earned
a Bachelor of Music degree from Keene State College, a Master of Arts degree from Southern Oregon University
and a Ph.D. in Music Education at the University of Rochester’s Eastman School of Music.

DR. RICHARD FIELDS - SYMPHONIC BAND

Dr. Richard Fields is a Visiting Assistant Professor of Music Education at Queens College, CUNY. He earned his
Doctor of Education degree from Teachers College, Columbia University. As a Florence K. Geffen Fellowship
scholar, his dissertation, “An Exploration of the Experiences of Black Male Wind Musicians in Classical Music
Education, examines the challenges faced by underrepresented individuals in classical music and music
education.

An active orchestral trumpeter and arts advocate, Dr. Fields has performed with organizations such as the
Unsung Collective, Colour of Music Festival Orchestra, Johnstown Symphony Orchestra, and the Norwalk
Symphony. He is also an international teaching artist, instructing at events like the National Orchestral Institute
of St. Martin, the Guadeloupe Orchestral Festival, the New York Philharmonic, and the Norwalk Symphony.
Dr. Fields has lectured and conducted master classes at institutions like Hunter College and Fordham University
and mentored pre-service teachers from Teachers College, Columbia University, and New York University. He
made his solo debut at sixteen with the New World School of the Arts in Miami and went on to win awards in the
Essentially Ellington, hosted by Wynton Marsals.

Prior to receiving his doctorate degree in music and music education he received a Bachelor's and Master's
Degree in Classical Trumpet Performance from SUNY Purchase, where he studied with Graham Ashton, Rich
Klemer, and Lee Soper. He later completed post-master’s studies in Music Education at CUNY Brooklyn College,
followed by a second Master’s degree in Music Education from Columbia University.
